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What Is Rlte Care?

Rite Care is RI's health insurance program for eligible
low-income children and families.

Implemented August 1994 with TANF families, children
ages 0-6 up to 250% FPL and pregnant women up to
350% FPL.

Rite Share premium assistance program implemented Iin
2001 (current enroliment approximately 6,000 members
— for every 1,000 members enrolled in RIte Share per
year, Rhode Island saves over $1 million).

Rite Care currently includes children ages 0-19 up to
250% FPL, pregnant women up to 350% FPL, families
up to 185% FPL, children with special health care needs,
and children in substitute care.

Rlte Care Is a Wise Investment

Approximately 85,000 children are enrolled in Rlte Care
90% of RIte Care members have incomes below 150% of the FPL.
40% of Rhode Island’s school age children are enrolled in Rite Care.

Rite Care is funded with both federal and state dollars (52% federal and 48%
state).

Children and families in RIte Care make up 67% of the Medicaid population and
22% of the expenditures.

Families with income above 150% FPL ($30,000 for family of 4) pay premiums

of $61, $77 or $92 per month (the max allowed by Federal rules for those
Income levels).

Families contribute $3.6 million per year in Rlte Care premiums.

Rhode Island KIDS COUNT has engaged in strategic
communications work to achieve the policy and
administrative changes necessary to meet the goal of
health insurance coverage for all Rhode Island children.

Rhode Island KIDS COUNT worked with Senate Majority

Leader to support her in introducing legislation in 2007
General Assembly session that would expand Rlite Care
eligibility to children from 250% to 300% FPL and
develop a buy-in option for those above 300% FPL.

Same bill will be introduced again next year, coupled
with revenue source from hospital bed tax bill passed in
2007, to be implemented in April 2008.

families above 300% FPL.

Reinstate Rite Care eligibility for legal permanent
resident children.

Restore health care coverage for undocumented
children.

Maintain current Rlte Care eligibility levels, benefits
package, and parent coverage.
